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Abstracts: The aim of the project was to explore the integration and experiences of immigrants living in
East-Iceland. A twofold approach was used; and analysis of the environment immigrant encounter in East-
Iceland and their own views on the community and their integration. Websites of institutions,
municipalities, companies and associations in the area were checked and evaluated. The analysis indicates
that websites are generally not designed with immigrants in mind but some of them included material
and information in English and even in Polish. None of the municipalities in East-Iceland have a special
action plan / program for the new residents / immigrants. None of them has a special policy on immigrant
issues. However, in the majority of cases, someone was working to welcome people. Immigrants were
generally pleased with the receptions they received in East-Iceland when they moved to the area. Schools
in East Iceland had their websites only in Icelandic. No special program or policy regarding immigrants was
in place, with the exception of some upper secondary schools. A survey among immigrants in East-Iceland
revealed that they are generally satisfied with the schools and a good general support and information
flow. However, they report an overall lack of support for immigrant children in learning and / or sustaining
their native languages. Another interesting result from the survey reveals that a larger portion of
immigrants in East-Iceland holds a university degree than the regional average. Based on the results, the
next steps should be an enhanced support for native language studies among immigrant children.
Another issue to look into is the reported experience of not having the same opportunities as natives, as
was indicated in the survey results. In addition, it is necessary to present results in the area to start a
conversation on immigrant issues in general since they are a growing number of the population.
