Project — A course for immigrants about social affairs

Abstract: The course was arranged in cooperation between TNA and AFL- Labour union.
The aim was to inform immigrants about various social affairs which matters for those
involved in the Icelandic society as activ person. Emphasis was placed on that in the end
every participants had their own CV in Icelandic and were informed of their obligations and
rights in the Icelandic society.

The course had registrered 27 participants in 15 lessons. The group was divided in two, in
Egilsstadir and Reydarfjordur. Emphasis was placed on understanding by everyone and
therefore it was translated in Polish and English. The participants evaluation in the end was
very positiv but we achieved also important comments about future refinements. This
experiment worked out very well and hopefully it will be a start of courses and curriculum
which will be useful in the future.
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
