Abstract

Fristundamidstédin Kampur analyzed data from Rannsokn og greining about well-being
and participation in leisure activities among immigrant children of the age 10-12, in relation to
what language is talked at home. We analyzed it from three categories of languages; only Ice-
landic spoken at home, Icelandic and another language or only another language. The results
show that children who speak other languages than Icelandic are more likely to have been bul-
lied, have few friends, don’t participate as much in sports and other leisure activities and ect. The
results show the importance of especially supporting this group of children in finding leisure ac-
tivities they like and also enabling friendship between Icelandic children and immigrant children.
Information for parents about the importance of leisure activities is also important.
