Vid gerum pad i gegnum Hip Hop meningu og i samstarfi vid félagsmidstddvar, félagasamtok,
skdla og islenska og erlenda listamenn til pess ad valdefla pattakendur til pess ad finna rodd
sina og tja sig i gegnum skapandi verkefni. Kennslan okkar er uppsprottin ur kennslufreedum
sem setur samskipti nemenda og kennara 4 jafningjagrundvéll og leitast vid ad efla og styrkja
margpeaettafaerni nemenda.

Auk pess ad skapa rymi fyrir tjdningu og valdeflingu saekjumst vid eftir pvi ad hvetja
innflytjendur til pess ad lida vel med pad ad tjd menningu sina og uppruna. Samtimis vinnum
vio med islenskum ungmennum ad pvi ad brjota nidur neikvaedar stadalmyndir, auka
tungumala kunnattu og ad byggja bryr vinskapar og samstodu.

Fyrir ndmskeidid var tveggja daga pjalfun i kennslufreedi “Critical Revolutionary Hip Hop
Pedagogy” fra upphafmanni CRHHP listamanninum og kennaranum SpiritChild fra
samtokunum Urban Art Beats i New York og Dorien de Vids. bar leerdu leidbeinendurnir um
adferdafraedi kennslufraedinar.

Namskeidid stdéd i 6 tima hvern dag og 4 hverjum degi voru vinnusmidjur, umraedur undir
handleidslu leidbeinanda eda samstarfsadila um samfélagsleg malefni og heit maltid. Annars
voru pattakendur i hépum ad vinna ad listreenum verkefnum sinum. Vinnusmidjurnar
einbeitur sér ad nokkrum listreenum og réttlaetis pemum innan Hip Hop menningar.

Sidasta daginn héldum vid svo lokasyningu par sem pattakendurnir, dsamt 6drum syndu
afurdir vinnusmidjana dsamt SpiritChild sem tré6 upp og 6drum listamoénnum i I6no.
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The pilot project was a five day arts summer camp for youth. The mission was to provide a
platform for creative expression for underserved youth. The arts enhance the mind, spirit and
artistic energy of our youth, engaging and empowering them in shaping a vision for their
community’s future. We accomplished this through Hip Hop culture by partnering with artists
and volunteers to empower participants to find their voices and express themselves through
creative projects. We provided the resources and mentors to facilitate that growth.

Our curriculum is rooted in pedagogies that encourage reciprocal teacher-student and
student- teacher methods of learning that seek to empower, uplift, and nurture, while
engaging their multiple intelligences. Along with providing a platform for expression and
empowerment, we sought to encourage immigrants to feel comfortable outwardly expressing
the culture from which they come, while working with Icelandic youth to break down negative
stereotypes and develop relationships that can foster friendship, solidarity and language
growth.

There was a two day intensive training of “Critical Revolutionary Hip Hop Pedagogy”, -created
and taught by educator and artist SpiritChild of Urban Art Beat New York City and Dorien
deVidst-, prior to the camp, where the mentors were facilitated the working knowledge and
process of the praxis. The camp program each day lasted 6 hours, which included creative
workshops and a facilitated discussion on social issue related topics, followed by a hot meal.
Rest of the day was spent creating in their groups. The workshops focused on several artistic
and social justice themes within Hip Hop culture. Each day, on average 10 mentors, 6
workshop hosts, 3 core organizers and 2 camp directors were present in the space. The last
day was the final performance, where the attendees performed their creations with SpiritChild
and other local artists, at 16n0.
