Name of the project: Support for students of foreign origin writing in Icelandic as a second
language

Name of grantee: University of Iceland Center for Writing

Project description: More and more students of foreign origin who lice in Iceland study at the
University of Iceland. In the spring of 2019, the University of Iceland Center for Writing, then the
School of Education Writing Center, received a grant from the Immigration Development Fund to
provide students of foreign origin with targeted support in writing in Icelandic at the university
level, thereby attempting to equalize the opportunities for this group to pursue university studies



in Icelandic at the University of Iceland. Students of foreign origin can face various challenges in
higher education due to needing to adapt to new educational traditions and writing styles that
differ from those they know (Matsuda and Matsuda, 2010). In addition, these students struggle
with language and communication differences and a lack of information (Benediktsson,
Wozniczka, Jonsdoéttir and Ragnarsdottir, 2018). In order to meet the needs of students, the peer
tutors at the Center for Writing have received special training is assisting second — language
writers, offered specific tutoring times and have facilitated group meetings to provide students
of foreign origin with support around writing in academic Icelandic. Although the grant period
has been completed, the Center for Writing continues to offer both individual and group support
to this group of students since internal and external research tells us that students who asses this
assistance are very satisfied and more likely to continue in their education (Benediktsson et al,
2018).
