Project description: The purpose of the project was to inform about the situation of people of
foreign origin living in the east of Iceland. The proportion of immigrants in East Iceland is about
15 percent. The goal was to produce audio and text material in English for the website
austurland.is. Austurbrd wants to increase local conversations on immigrant issues, promote
understanding of immigrant’s situations and increase the chances of successful integration into
communities in the East Fjords. Eight articles were written about immigrants in the area and
selected articles were published in English on the website Austurland.is and in Icelandic on the
website Austurfrétt.is. The articles were also published in Austurgluggan, the local newspaper of
the East Fjords, which was distributed freely to all homes in the region. Three audio files were
created for a seminar on immigration held on 23 June 2020 in Neskaupstadur with the title “is
East Iceland a multicultural society”? Attention was drawn to all the material prepared on social
media that Austurbrd maintains, i.e. on the Facebook page of Austurland.is and Austurbrd and
on the website of Austurfréttir, which is the main online news medium of the East Fjords. A paper
was published in collaboration with Utgafufélag Austurlands. In a special edition in Austurgluggan
people of foreign origin were in the foreground.
