Project description: UMFI and iSI have worked together to increase the number of children and
young people of foreign origin in organized sports and youth activities. The organization has
published the brochure Vertu med! which contains practical information about the activities of



the country's sports and youth associations in nine languages, i.e., Icelandic, English, Polish,
Lithuanian, Thai, Filipino, Arabic, Viethamese, and Spanish. The target group of the material is
parents of children and young people of foreign origin. The material contains practical
information about the activities of the country's sports and youth associations. For example, the
benefits of exercising, information on exercise fees and the importance of parental involvement.
Efforts were made to present the material well to service centers in Reykjavik and deliver printed
copies to them for distribution. In addition, the organization awarded four incentive grants to
members to start an initiative in their home area to increase the participation of children and
youth of foreign origin. A forum is scheduled to be held on May 25. where the associations share
their experiences with others. At the forum, a video will also be premiered showing the
availability of different sports in Iceland with words of encouragement about whether your child
has found his sport. The video will be available in Icelandic, English and Polish. UMFi and IS have
in common to work on the matters of interests of children and young people in sports and youth
work and promote healthy, constructive, quality, and safe conditions in such work. The focus is
on participation and accessibility for children and young people, regardless of skin color, origin,
religion, or language difficulties.
