Abstract

A conference was held using distance meeting facilities in Egilsstadir 6th March
2008, over 60 participants attended from learning centres around the country.
Participants were, teachers of Icelandic, representatives from local
government/municipalities and educational centres responsible for teaching Icelandic
to adult foreigners. The objective of the conference was to enhance cooperation and
policy development of key stake holders that is,

* Local government in relation to teaching Icelandic to foreign children in
kindergarten, primary school,

* Colleges for teaching teenagers

* Education centres that teach Icelandic to adult immigrants.

Based on conference findings and discussions, the subject has been taken into policy
development for the region both within the board of The East Icelandic Knowledge
Network, In cooperation with the Multicultural Centre and in negotiation with local
governments and municipalities. In cooperation with main stake holders it is foreseen
that next autumn courses in information technology for immigrants, Icelandic in the
work place and a special programme including both Icelandic and community education
will be organized around East-Iceland.
