Markmid verkefnisins
er ad audvelda bérnum af erlendum uppruna adlégun ad islensku samfélagi og virka patttoku i
bvi. Verkefnid er einnig hugsad sem samfélagsfredsla sem bornin og sjalfbodalidar geta haft
gagn og gaman af. Tilgangurinn med verkefninu er auk pess ad gera bérnum af erlendum
uppruna i Képavogi kleift ad vinna ad skemmtilegum verkefnum utan skola.

Ekki er haegt ad hlidra til timasetningu verkefnisins par sem samverur purfa ad vera i
beinu framhaldi vid stundaskra nemenda.

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Abstract

Enter is a project that operates in cooperation with the immigrants’ reception department of the
school of Alfhdlsskéli in Képavogur. Participants are young immigrants 9 to 12 years of age.
The children meet once a week after school at the Red Cross house in Képavogur. They receive
for example, support in learning icelandic and instruction regarding the different recreational
activities in Kopavogur. During the program, children participate in a variety of activities and go
on fun and educational field trips. The goal of this project is to facilitate children’s process of
adaptation into Icelandic society and to stimulate their participation. The project is a sort of
society training that children and volunteers can both benefit from and enjoy.

The goal of the Enter project was accomplished by facilitating the childrens’s process of
adaptation through language learning, instructions, educational games and field trips where both
volunteers and the children could benefit. That can be measured by how many children, that
where able to partcipate, did and most of them took part in the project in a stimulating way. The
project was also popular amongst volunteers but the timing of the project was not convenient
becausemany are at work or school at that time. The timing could not be changed due to the
children’s timetables. As the school system changed in Kdépavogur, when two schools merged
into one, the foundation changed for a project like this, it was no longer possible to invite such a
wide variety of participants at one time. The children’s timetibles became more diverse, they
where no longer all in the immigrants'reception department at once, and the children where
spread into general classes. It also seems that the number of children of foreign origin that need a
great deal of adaption have decreased.

The project was very visible and a great deal of effort was put in introducing it to the participants
and guardians. The children exhibited their work and decorated the Red Cross house in
Képavogur where many people visit. Képavogur Branch also wrote news regarding the process
of the project on the Branch’s website.
