Pélverjar
og adrir innflytjendur hafa verid sérlega Gtsettir fyrir pessum hraedilegu skilyrdum og & stundum
neydst til ad bua i oleyfishusnadi, oft vid skelfilegar adstedur, sem hvorki hafa uppfyllt brunavarnir
né heilbrigdiskrofur. Nidurstoour pessarar rannsoknar eru mikils virdi fyrir politisk yfirvold,
stefnumotendur i velferdar- og félagsmalum og fasteignamarkadinn.
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Abstract:

The aim is to analyze housing conditions amongst Poles, the largest migrant group living in the greater
Reykjavik area where two thirds of all immigrants in the country live. The goals are to reveal through
research: a) how widespread negative housing experience is, and b) what the most common housing
arrangement is amongst Poles and how that differs according to age, gender, family status, length of
stay and employment status. Housing shortages, coupled with an unstable and often ill affordable rent
market has been a constant problem for years in the area. It is currently estimated to affect several
thousand people whereof migrant workers are numerous. Poles and other migrants have been subject
to these dreadful market conditions and at times been forced to live in illegal housing, often under
deplorable conditions that meet neither health nor safety standards. The results of the research are of
great value for political authorities, social policy makers and the real estate market.
